It is easy to build complex searches in PubMed using the new History feature. The History page

displays all searches performed recently in PubMed. Each search has a search statement

number you can use to build and refine searches.

• Citations in the Clipboard are represented by the search number #0, which may be used in

Boolean search statements.

• The History feature holds only 100 searches.
